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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the current and desired conditions regarding
the promotion of student discipline in Nong Kham Witthaya School, Chaiyaphum
Provincial Administrative Organization; 2) promote student discipline in Nong Kham
Witthaya School, Chaiyaphum Provincial Administrative Organization; 3) study teachers’
satisfaction regarding the promotion of student discipline in Nong Kham Witthaya
School, Chaiyaphum Provincial Administrative Organization; and 4) study students’
satisfaction regarding the promotion of student discipline in Nong Kham Witthaya
School, Chaiyaphum Provincial Administrative Organization. The target groups for this
research were 12 teachers of Nong Kham Witthaya School working in the 2024
academic year and 141 students in grades 1-6 of Nong Kham Witthaya School studying
in the 2024 academic year. The research was conducted by purposive sampling. The
research instruments included the current and desired conditions questionnaire, the
student self-discipline promotion assessment form, the Index of Item Objective
Congruence (IOC) assessment form, and the teacher and student satisfaction
questionnaires. The research statistics used included frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and content analysis.

Research results

The results of the development of student discipline at Nong Kham Witthaya
School, under the Chaiyaphum Provincial Administrative Organization, can be
summarized as follows:

1. The results of the study of the current and desired conditions regarding the
promotion of student discipline at Nong Kham Witthaya School, under the Chaiyaphum

Provincial Administrative Organization. The current conditions were overall at a



moderate level (WL = 3.40, G = 0.85) and the desired conditions were overall at the

highest level (U = 4.69, G = 0.59).

2. The results of strengthening student discipline at Nong Kham Witthaya School,
under the Chaiyaphum Provincial Administrative Organization, consisted of
4 components: 1) Policy and strategy component with 8 sub-components (1.1) Vision
of administrators (1.2) Leadership of administrators (1.3) Teacher maturity
(1.4) Supervision (1.5) Information (1.6) Good role models (1.7) Communication
(1.8) Strengthening 2) Guidelines for promoting discipline component with 6 sub-
components 2.1) Management (2.2) Activity organization (2.3) Management mechanism
(2.4) Leader building (2.5) Evaluation (2.6) School culture 3) School atmosphere
component and 4) Collaboration network building component.

3. The results of the study of teachers' satisfaction regarding the promotion of
student discipline at Nong Kham Witthaya School, under the Chaiyaphum Provincial
Administrative Organization, showed that overall, the average satisfaction level was at
the highest level (WL = 4.66 , G = 0.49).

4. The results of the study of student satisfaction regarding the promotion of
student discipline at Nong Kham Witthaya School, under the Chaiyaphum Provincial

Administrative Organization, showed that overall, the average satisfaction level was at

the highest level (1L = 4.80, G = 0.35).
